The Frasassi caves are part of a complex subterranean system 
in the Natural Park of Gola della Rossa and Frasassi, a green oasis 
rich in history and art. 

Following a two hour a evocative itinerary, it is possible to admire 
a natural masterpiece: small lakes, strilling stalactites and stalagmites, 
enchanting rooms with crystal and alabaster arabesques. For all those 
who love adventure, it is possible to discover the caves being 
supported and guided by expert speleologists.
